What is Cursillo?

Cursillo is a Spanish word pronounced “KUR-SEE-YO” which means a short course. The full title is Cursillo de Christiandad, meaning a short course in Christian living.
The purpose of Cursillo is to present a method of living what is fundamental for being a Christian in the world. That is, Cursillo presents a way of structuring our Christian lives so as to make a difference in the world. Cursillo began in Majorca, Spain, during the 1940’s in the Roman Catholic Church and has since spread to other communions. Cursillo is now active in more than 50 nations on five continents.

What is the Purpose of Cursillo?

The Cursillo Movement is one method of renewal in the Church. Its purpose is to help those in the Church understand their individual callings to be Christian leaders. This leadership may be exercised in work situations, in the family and social life, in leisure activities and within the church.
What Does Cursillo do?

Cursillo helps to renew and deepen Christian commitment. Many people have said Cursillo provides an important learning experience which causes many to feel like newly made Christians with a purpose and with support. (2 Cor. 5: 17-18)
Who May Attend?

The Cursillo weekend is open to any baptized adult Anglican who is ready for a learning and growing experience received through worship, study, fellowship and personal reflection.
Cursillo is not a therapy program. It is recommended that anyone undergoing any kind of stressful health problems, family difficulties, personal crises etc.—should postpone attending a weekend.

Men’s and Women’s weekends are usually held separately. Some co-ed weekends may be considered in Jamaica at a future date.

The 3-Day Weekend

The weekend brings together a diverse group of Anglicans to broaden candidate’s appreciation for our Church. Lay leaders conduct the weekend with 2 or 3 members of the clergy functioning as spiritual advisors. Cursillo presumes that those who attend weekends are already grounded in the faith. It often provides new insights into our faith as well as fostering ministry among lay people.

4th Day

Cursillo is not a substitute for your parish church. It is a movement of the Anglican Church designed to help you renew and enhance your Christian life, and enable you to function fully in your parish. There are, however, further opportunities for spiritual growth offered through Group Reunion, Ultreya and Spiritual Direction.
The 3-day weekend experience is not an end to itself. It is a starting point that lasts the rest of one’s life. It is a springboard to a long-range practice of the Baptismal Covenant in the life of the church called the 4th Day. 

• The Group Reunion, the heart of Cursillo, is a small group of friends who meet regularly to hold each other accountable for their spiritual journey. A bond develops that institutes a strong support group for life.

• The Ultreya, which is usually held monthly or quarterly, is a “reunion of reunions.” It provides support and builds community by allowing the sharing of communal experiences.

• Spiritual Direction is an important element of the Cursillo Movement. It is a commitment to seek out spiritual direction to provide help in deepening one’s union with Christ.

Are There Cursillo Secrets?

Potential candidates have been told by some who have attended the Cursillo weekend, that they cannot tell you what it is all about or what goes on during the weekend. THIS IS NOT CORRECT. Everything that goes on during the weekend may be told to anyone. Sometimes the weekend experience touches the candidates emotionally and joyfully in a way that may be difficult for some to describe. This is why some may just say “you will have to experience the weekend for yourself.”
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
