BIBLE STUDY: Revelation 1:4b-8

The Holy Spirit spoke the word of hope through
John who recorded it in the book of the Revelation.

In the reading, believers were invited to recognise
that their hope is in Jesus Christ, and not in the
Roman rulets. God has the final word and it is a
word of grace and peace, rather than their experience
of oppression.

The people to whom John was writing, Christians in
the seven churches and across the wotld were to
understand, that grace and true peace comes from
God, the Holy Spirit and Jesus Christ and not from
the oppressive Roman system.

God’s love for humanity is so great that he sent Jesus
Christ, who through his life, death, and resurrection
is the main source of grace, peace, and life for us.

Many earthly rulers will come and attempt to assert
ultimate authority, but God is clear that it is he alone
who is in charge of this world. God has the first and
last word in creation.
